Annual Emissions Reporting of Greenhouse Gases

The Division of Air Quality will not require Title V facilities to include greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions in their regular emission inventory for calendar year 2008 (to be submitted by June 30, 2009).  NC facilities may report GHG emissions voluntarily; as these calculations will help you determine if your facility will be subject to the newly proposed Federal Mandatory GHG Reporting Rule (http://www.epa.gov/climatechange/emissions/ghgrulemaking.html).

The Environmental Management Commission (EMC) is scheduled to vote on the NC Annual Emissions Reporting Rule (15A NCAC 02Q .0207) on May 14.  If the EMC votes to adopt the rule, the earliest it could become state effective (following the review by the Rules Review Commission) is July 2009.  Based on the outcome of these decisions, NC Title V facilities may be required to include GHG emissions next year (to be submitted by June 30, 2010).
